Bird Protection
Miquelon Lake and its islands were designated 
as a bird sanctuary in the early 1920’s. Today 
this protection continues as we are still a wildlife 
sanctuary today. 

You can help protect the bird populations at 
Miquelon Lake Provincial Park by:

1.	 Not feeding the birds
2.	 Keeping your distance from birds and their nests
3.	 Making sure you don’t canoe or kayak near the 

islands during breeding season (May-August)

Nearly 200 species of birds visit or nest at 
Miquelon Lake Provincial Park. Miquelon 
Lake is an important stopover for migratory 
waterfowl and shorebirds in central  
North America.

The Park Environment
Many different environments are found in the park. 
Distinctive groups of birds are attracted to each of 
the four environments. The poplar forests attract 
many perching birds, including the northern oriole, 
yellow warbler and eastern phoebe. The savannah 
sparrow nests in the grassland habitat while the 
red-tailed hawk is often seen soaring over these 
areas searching for food. Marshes and ponds are 
common throughout the park. These wetlands 
are home to ducks, grebes, and the red-winged 
blackbird. The islands of Miquelon lake are also 
important areas for nesting, feeding and resting. 
A colony of pelicans, as well as ring-billed and 
California gulls nest on the islands.
