e Parking: At the Service Centre which is a 1 minute walk from Visitor Centre.

o Tickets: No printed ticket required. Your guide will check you in at the program meeting
point. Ensure that your confirmation email is available and accessible upon request.

e Pets: Pets are not allowed on tours unless otherwise stated. Please email
dinosaurpp@gov.ab.ca to consult if you have a service animal.
